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Year-to-date Review 
 

The 2009-2010 year got off to a busy start, having over 100 saved emails between 

community members, mentors and staff among others during the time frame of August 

5
th
 through December 3

rd
.   That is despite the apparent email difficulty with the school 

faculty.  Initially, we had over 30 referrals with approximately one dozen to whom letters 

were mailed inviting them to attend orientation.  We even met with Susan Vine from the 

middle school to assist with mentor program ideas. 

Dr. John Hill conducted the Mentor Orientation at the Nancy Carson Library on October 

5
th
 and I conducted the Mentee Orientation at the school the following day.  Both 

orientations were featured by press release in our local papers.   

We held our kick-off dinner at CAROLINA OAKS BED & BREAKFAST on October 

27
th
 which was sponsored by ALôS FAMILY RESTAURANT.  A made-to-order Red 

Velvet cake was contributed by CLOVER LEAF CATERING , and Cathy Last from GA 

STATE WHOLESALE FLORIST donated several beautiful centerpieces.  The dinner 

was superb and four mentees attended with their parents expressing enthusiasm and 

excitement over the program and its benefits. 

Our first group meeting followed at the activities center of Sweetwater Church of God on 

November 3
rd

 providing a comfortable atmosphere where mentee and mentor began the 

acquaintance process, with parent and committee observing.   

A second group meeting was held the next week on November 12
th
 but regrettably 

conflicted with a widely attended school event and only two mentees attended the 

meeting.   

Fairly soon thereafter, our school member and guidance counselor, Ashley Stallings, 

withdrew from the committee sighting concerns over an unrelated web site issue.  

Teacher Bill Warnken stepped in to serve as the on-site contact; however, there has been 

no other official communication from the school. 

Of the 4 mentees, 1 formally withdrew and 2 have been ñtoo busyò to participate in 

mentor sessions ï even for a first time.  Only 1 mentee actively remains in the program 

and being academic based tutors with his mentor weekly at the Nancy Carson Library. 

Our well qualified oversight committee had a number of great meeting ideas with various 

rewards and incentives for mentees participating in the program to conclusion. 
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We also coordinated with the PTCA sponsorship for a parent workshop to be conducted 

by the Life Management Group, (within the ñearly part of 2010ò but post-pageant, TBA.) 

A view toward expanding the program to include a more-severe discipline problem 

student was underway with some interest from members of the community as potential 

mentors.
